YEA! ACADEMIC YEAR

The Young Entrepreneurs Academy academic year begins in November and ends in June. Classes meet every Tuesday from 4-7pm (with the
exception of Tuesdays during school breaks and holiday recess) at Beaverton High School.

Personal interviews are mandatory for consideration for admission. Interviews will be scheduled once a completed application is received.
